AMMONIA: Ammonia levels vary in Hair Color across manufacturers. Permanent Hair
Color, when mixed, typically contains as little as 0.8% to as high as 10% in high Lift Shades.

Ammonia Properties:

A) A gas based alkalizer which swells the hair by raising the pH level of hair and evaporates
rapidly (5 to 7 minutes) once mixed with 3% or higher developer, rinses quickly and completely
from the hair.

B) Commonly used in most permanent color

C) Most efficient catalyst for swelling cuticles

D) Most efficient lift and ideal for superior gray coverage

E) Traditional ammoniated colors have a range between 0.8% - 10% ammonia per mixed tube

MEA: Monoethanolamine - typically used in “ammonia free” Permanent Color and Demi
Permanent Color - many permanent colors on the market claim to be “ammonia free” giving
the impression it is “gentler” or “ more natural”. MEA is a derivative of ammonia, it is a liquid,
not a gas, and does not evaporate rapidly. Products containing only MEA are not as effective
in lifting the natural color nor do they provide superior gray coverage. MEA alone will not
remove melanin from the hair as efficiently as ammonia.

MEA Properties:

Commonly used in most Ammonia-Free and Demi-Permanent Hair Color.

Will not evaporate or dissipate, must be rinsed from hair or it may continue to oxidize.

Less efficient when used alone for brighter, more vivid colors and efficient gray coverage.
Traditional ammonia free colors contain between 6% - 10% MEA in permanent applications
to create a similar alkaline environment to ammonia, much more than what's needed when
using ammonia.



DIFIABA COLOR contains both Ammonia for its efficiency, and MEA for its milder alkalinity
to create a High Performance, multifunctional hair color.

When mixed with 10 volume (3%) or higher,
DIFIABA COLOR uses both Ammonia and MEA
combined in smaller amounts than traditional
ammoniated hair color to create the proper
alkaline environment needed for Permanent
Applications.

DIFIABA COLOR contains an average between
0.7% alkalinity in our darker levels to 1.2% in
our High Lift Series - One of the Lowest Alkaline
Color Brands in today’s market.

When mixed with DEMI DEVELOPER (1.5%),
DIFIABA COLOR uses ONLY the MEA as its
catalyst - (ammonia will not vaporize below 3%
Hydrogen Peroxide), this renders the ammonia
an ‘“inactive” ingredient thus providing a
“virtually ammonia free” DEMI PERMANENT
environment.

On levels 6 and above, choose Difiaba Demi Developer using a 1 part color to
2 parts developer to achieve maximum blending 5-20 mins

On levels 5 and below use DIFIABA ULTRA LIFT in a 1 part
